It is worth remembering that none of this would have been possible without the vision and steadfast support of our
benefactor, The Nippon Foundation and its Chair, Dr. Yohei Sasakawa. Dr. Sasakawa’s vision for a truly global organization

The Annual General Assembly (AGA) is a forum to allow the exchange of
information, policy approvals, and the development and fostering of good relations

and collaboration among IAMU member universities.

Comprising all member universities, the AGA provides
a unique forum for multilateral discussion of maritime
issues by member universities. IAMU has held an AGA
at one of its member universities every year since 2000.
The AGA, the Presidents' Forum, IAMU Conference and
IAMU Student Programme are jointly organised by a host
university which is selected by the International Executive
Board two years prior to the event. At the AGA plenary
session, the Chair and the Executive Director, on behalf of
the International Executive Board, report to the member
universities on the decisions of the International Executive

Board.

Global Maritime Professional Initiative

The Global Maritime Professional Initiative started as a comprehensive project to
define ideal graduates of IAMU member universities and what competencies those
ideal graduates should obtain by their graduation. This initiative is intended to meet
the envisaged needs of industry and rapidly evolving education and career context

while catering to the professional development aspirations of individual seafarers.

Being supervised by the International Executive Board (IEB), the initiative further
develops a set of learning outcomes to firmly obtain competencies in becoming a
Global Maritime Professional.

Who is a Global Maritime Professional

IAMU defined that Global Maritime Professional as a professional in the maritime industry

who has with following features:

* competencies in their specific operational role in the industry;
* high- level academic skills, including logical and critical thinking;

e Ethical behaviour, human relation skills, emotional intelligence, and multicultural/diversity
awareness and sensitivity;

* asignificant leadership skill and ability to optimise work and take personal initiative;
* a high sense of environmental consciousness and the need for sustainable practices;

* an excellent grasp of contemporary issues affecting the maritime industry.

In 2018, the International Executive Board formed the EOMEERE AR

e

committee to address the educational needs of such
GMPs. The committee analysed the knowledge, skills, and
attitudes needed by such GMPs and set out some related

Intended Learning Outcomes. The Body of Knowledge
GMP was published in 2019 as the result of dedicated

work to organise a series of analysed information logically.

The learning outcome requirements are categorised at
four levels by the competencies addressed in the STCW
Convention 1978 as amended and the academic degrees.
The specified learning outcomes in the BoK are associated
with learning outcome taxonomies in three educational
domains: cognitive, affective, and psychomotor.

They are related to different GMP tiers covering various
levels of certificates of competency and academic degrees.
These are presented in a series of tables and guidelines on

how the IAMU member universities may use the tables.

Research Project System

IAMU has sought ideas for innovative research activities to promote progress
in capacity building at maritime universities all over the world. The IAMU
research project system has been implemented through autonomous international
coordination of JAMU member universities since FY2010, with its Academic
Affairs Committee in charge. The research project system has been renewed for
1 April 2018 by launching a new version in order to sustain IAMU activities
by passing on maritime knowledge and skills to subsequent generations among
IAMU member universities. The IAMU research project system is divided into
two frameworks to obtain these goals: one for all academic staff and another
only for young academic staff. From 2020, maximum 4 research projects for
all academic staff and 3 projects for young academic staff will be founded.
